The Department of immunology, genetics and pathology at Uppsala University (http://www.igp.uu.se) has a broad research profile, with several strong research groups in different fields of science, e.g. cancer, diabetes and molecular diagnostics. The Department was founded to promote a closer collaboration between clinical and pre-clinical research. Research is performed in medical and clinical genetics, clinical immunology, bioinformatics, pathology, tumour biology and vascular biology. Some of the activities are integrated with the Units of Clinical Genetics, Clinical Immunology and Clinical Pathology at UppsalaUniversityHospital. The Department has teaching assignments in a number of undergraduate education programs in the Faculty of Medicine and in courses at the Faculty of Science and Technology. The Department has a turnover of approximately 200 million SEK and a staff of approximately 340 people, out of which around 90 are PhD students.

Work description: The research project focuses on analysing the importance of genetics/epigenetics for development of the most common form of leukemia in adults i.e. chronic lymphocytic leukemia. At present, the cause of chronic lymphocytic leukemia is mainly unknown and the project will focus on further characterising specific prognostic subgroups of the disease in order to map important genetic/epigenetic events that contribute to the development of chronic lymphocytic leukemia, and affect the prognosis for the individual patient. The project is translational, with possibilities to link molecular data to clinical records. The project will include large scale screening methods, such as next generation sequencing, and bioinformatics for processing and analysing the data. It also includes basic molecular biology techniques, cell culturing, flow cytometry and functional studies.

Qualifications: The applicant must hold a PhD in medical sciences or a related field, and some postdoctoral experience. The applicant should also be well experienced in basic molecular biology and cell culture techniques. Previous experience in molecular hematology, genetics/epigenetics, gene regulation, array-based technologies, next generation sequencing and bioinformatics is highly rated. Personal qualities such as ability to co-operate and a capacity to independently plan your work, are required. The personal qualifications will be very important.
