Research groups addressing these problems are 

welcome to join this subgroup.

SEAFOOD SUBGROUP
This subgroup is based on the earlier SEAFOODplus

research platform, which again was created by some of 
the partners working together in the SEAFOODplus

project, www.seafoodplus.org.
